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PREFACE

The present volume (IIT) completes the edition of the Hebrew University Bible Project of Isaiah
(vols. I, II: 1975, 1981) edited by Prof. Moshe H. Goshen-Gottstein. The editor, who initiated
and guided the HUBP as its general editor for more than three decades, did not live to see this
volume through the press. Prof. Goshen-Gottstein died on September 14th, 1991.

The main process of editing was completed by Prof. Goshen-Gottstein himself. This volume
would not have been completed without the competent and devoted involvement of Mr. Galen
Marquis, secretary of the HUBP, who took an active lead in the final stages of the preparations.
