ENGLISH ABSTRACTS

THE LEGISLATION OF WAR: A STUDY OF THE STORY OF THE
ISRAELITE WAR AGAINST MIDIAN (NUMBERS 31)

Ariel Kopilovitz

The article is based on two methodological assumptions regarding the
Priestly war legislation reflected in Numbers 31: first, that the behavior
described in the chapter reflects the author’s conception of the relevant
legal norms; second, that the instructions set out in the chapter were meant
to be valid for generations to come.

The article focuses on customs of war such as the recruiting of warriors,
the role of the priest and the sacred objects, the treatment of the Midianite
population, and the contribution of the commanders. Then it discusses the
place of these customs within the Priestly literature, showing that some
of them are inconsistent with the laws found elsewhere in the Priestly
literature. The article suggests that P’s authors included scrolls in their
composition, which they thought to be important in their immediate
context, despite contradictions and incompatibilities.

The article also discusses the strata and redaction of the war story. It
presents the literary and exegetical criteria for distinguishing among the
strata, and discusses the location and role of the redacted story within the
Priestly narrative sequence. The war story was probably part of a short
Priestly scroll that included the apostasy at Baal-Peor and the consequent
war of vengeance. During the insertion of this scroll into P, another
stratum containing laws of purity and distribution of spoils of war was
added. Moreover, the war story it recounts was placed in a new context,
among the chapters dealing with the necessary preparations before
entering Canaan. The redaction process turned the specific war story into
a precedent for all future wars and the basis for the Priestly legislation of
war.
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“YOU SHALL HAMSTRING THEIR HORSES AND BURN THEIR CHARIOTS’
(JosHuA 11:6): THE IDENTIFICATION OF HORSES AND CHARIOTS AS
THE WEAPONS OF ISRAEL’S ENEMIES IN BIBLICAL LITERATURE

Yakov Dolgopolsky-Geva

In the First Temple period horses and chariots played a major role in
the royal armies of Israel and Judah. In biblical literature of that period
they symbolized the excessive wealth of Israelite kings and their abuse
of power, as part of the political criticism of the monarchy. However,
in military contexts horses, chariots and horsemen are mentioned in
the Hebrew Bible in descriptions of foreign armies more often than in
descriptions of Israelite ones. The Bible frequently describes unequal
combat between the enemy, equipped with horses and/or chariots, and the
Israelites, who do not have them. Nevertheless, divine intervention often
grants victory to the Israelites.

In the literature of the First Temple period, horses and chariots do not
belong exclusively to the enemy, but by the seventh century BCE this is
regularly the case, probably in response to the crises of the age, giving the
audience a comforting historiographical fantasy in an era of military and
political helplessness.

A CoMPLETE ROOT GLOSSARY OF CANAANITE WORDS
AND FORMS FROM THE AMARNA TABLETS

Esther Haber

The Amarna archive brings to light a crucial period in the history of the
Ancient Near-East during the 14th Century BCE and is a major source for
the study of the Northwestern Semitic dialects of that period. Presently,
there are four different main glossaries of Canaanite words and forms
from the Amarna tablets, and the present article, for the first time,
combines and re-edits the data in order to present a single complete up-to-
date glossary, presenting a complete list of 120 roots of Canaanite forms,
along with a bibliography, philological discussions, and references to all
occurrences within the Amarna tablets, as well as in other North Western
Semitic languages. The list also includes an appendix showing the roots
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in their order of appearance in the tablets. This glossary is meant to serve
any researcher in North Western Semitic languages in general, and in
Canaanite in particular.

‘WE MUST HAVE A KING OVER US, THAT WE MAY BE LIKE ALL THE
OTHER NATIONS” (I SAM 8:19): ISRAELITE KINGS IN ART

Irit Ziffer

The wall paintings from Kuntillet ‘Ajrud provide the only extant evidence
of monumental art showing what a royal Israelite figure looked like during
the period of the First Temple. The article traces the cultural background
for the representation of the Israelite king within the depiction of rulers in
the ancient Near East. The present discussion also suggests the role of the
king’s figure within its particular setting at Kuntillet ‘Ajrud.

THE STORY OF THE SONS OF GOD AND THE DAUGHTERS OF MEN
(GEN. 6:1-4) N LicuT oF THE HESsI0DIC CATALOGUE OF WOMEN

Guy Darshan

The first four verses of Genesis 6 are among the most enigmatic
verses in the Pentateuch, and almost all scholars agree that this unit is
fragmentary and incomplete. This paper tries to trace the original shape
of this fragmentary story in light of a parallel scene described in Papyrus
Berlin 10560, which preserves part of the end of the Catalogue of Women,
and similar traditions from the ancient Greek world such as the Cypria.
The comparison reveals traces of a flood story known in the eastern
Mediterranean in the first half of the first millennium BCE, which differs
from that found in Gen 6:5-9:17 and in Mesopotamian flood traditions.
According to this unique story, the gods did not send the flood because
of the evil ways of human beings, or because of the noise produced
by overpopulating the land, but because the head of the pantheon was
determined to put an end to sexual intercourse between gods and mortals
and prevent the birth of any more demigods (cf. Ezek 26:19-21). This
tradition evinces the author’s distinctive historical perspective according

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to which the flood was intended to separate the generation of heroes, when
the gods walked among human beings, from the era of ordinary men.

AKKADIAN ITINERARIES: FROM THE KINGDOM OF AKKAD
TO THE ASSYRIAN EMPIRE

Amitai Baruchi-Unna

This article discusses the occurrences of the itinerary genre in Akkadian
texts. The natural setting of this genre is administrative, and its literary
use is probably of secondary nature. However only its general outline had
to be adopted, allowing writers to use a wide range of terms, formulas
and structures. This article offers a general overview and classification
as well as an analysis of a representative sample of Akkadian itineraries,
revealing this genre’s characteristics, sub-genres, and methods, as well as
the background for putting it in writing.

THE AKKADIAN WisDoM CoMPOSITION ‘HEAR THE ADVICE:
TRADITIONAL WISDOM VERSUS REBELLIOUS SKEPTICISM

Yoram Cohen

The Akkadian Wisdom composition ‘Hear the Advice’ (simd milka)
includes wise sayings structured around a narrative frame of a dialogue
or dispute between father and son. The father, named Sipé-améli, gives
his son a string of instructions concerned with daily life, including travel,
trade, married life, agriculture, and various legal matters. In his reply, the
son explains that there is no use for his instructions since life is short, and
death is eternal.

Although this composition has been known for many years and has
appeared in several editions and translations, a new manuscript, published
in 2007, enables us to present an updated and more complete translation
than before. This article presents a translation of the composition, along
with a brief textual commentary. It then discusses the origin of the
composition, its manuscripts, their state of preservation, its structure, and
its unique nature in relationship to Mesopotamian and biblical wisdom
literature.
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THE LEo4aH Tov COMMENTARY ON SONG OF SONGS:
Its PLACE IN THE HisTORY OF BiBLICAL EXEGESIS AND ITS
RELATIONSHIP WITH THE COMMENTARY OF RASHI

Jonathan Jacobs

For centuries, no systematic literal commentary was written on the Song
of Songs. The emphasis in Jewish exegesis was always on allegorical
interpretations. This article addresses the commentaries of the first two
pioneers who departed from the allegorical approach: Rabbi Tubia ben
Eliezer, compiler of the Midrash Legah Tov, and Rashi (Rabbi Shelomo
Yitzhaki), comparing their exegetical approaches and pointing out their
respective uniqueness, with emphasis on the approach of R. Tubia, which
has been neglected in scholarship. Contrary to common opinion, credit for
the groundbreaking first literal commentary on Song of Songs belongs not
to Rashi, but rather to R. Tubia, and to his father, R. Eliezer. We posit that
these authors were influenced by the Byzantine school of literal exegesis,
and might well have belonged to it. They were the first to propose both
a literal commentary on Song of Songs and also to attempt a systematic
allegorical interpretation of the text.

NACHMANIDES” EXEGESIS OF MIDRASH
IN HIS COMMENTARY ON THE TORAH

Miriam Sklarz

The exegesis of the Torah by R. Moses ben Nachman (Nachmanides),
includes extended explanations of Midrashim. The research literature
devoted to Nachmanides’ exegesis of Midrash focuses on his Kabbalistic
interpretation, although, within his commentary on the Pentateuch, the
range of his interpretation of Midrash is much broader than that of his
mystical interpretation.

Interpretation of Midrash serves Nachmanides’ purpose, viz. to present
the Midrash as a legitimate method of exegesis, thus reinforcing its validity
against the rationalist arguments of the Spanish school of exegetes. At
the same time, however, interpretation of the Midrash serves a second,
opposite purpose for Nachmanides, namely of legitimizing the plain literal
mode of interpretation (Peshat).
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Commentators feel called upon to interpret an ancient text such as the
Midrash both because they ascribe great importance to it and because
the distance between the time of the writing of the text and that of the
commentator necessitates commentary in order to bridge the temporal gap
and preserve the text’s importance. Nachmanides chose to base his Bible
commentary on the dialectic combination of the approaches of Rashi
and ibn Ezra, and this required him to interpret Midrash as well. For,
whereas Rashi venerated rabbinical Midrash, ibn Ezra, the rationalistic
philologist, took a more distant view of Midrash. Thus, when combining
the approaches of both his predecessors Nachmanides found it necessary
to interpret Midrash.

ADDITIONS AND CHANGES IN NACHMANIDES” COMMENTARIES
RELATING TO THE GEOGRAPHY OF ISRAEL

David Shneor

Scholars generally assume that Ramban composed two editions of his
commentary on the Bible: one in Spain and the other, revised after his
arrival in the Land of Isracl. We examined the manuscripts which were
thought to be the second edition because of the additions and changes
in Ramban’s commentaries relating to the geography of Israel. We had
hoped to find evidence that Ramban had been to places mentioned in the
Bible. However, comparison of the additions and changes in Ramban’s
geographical commentaries within the manuscripts revealed that these
variants sometimes appeared in both editions and sometimes were absent
from one or the other, making it impossible to determine absolutely
which was the first and which was the second. Consequently, we suggest
that there must have been more than two editions of Ramban’s Biblical
commentary.
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
